Youth players

Negotiations are underway with Newcastle Club in Sydney about them putting on a “local” tournament that PNZ could send a youth team to. If it goes ahead, it is likely to be in the first half of 2013.
Forum

The Board has received queries as to why PNZ is accepting anonymous comments, when our stated policy is that it will not. It is an administrative issue – the way blog posts work, all comments are “anonymous”; people have to put their name in the body of their message to identify who it is from. Otherwise the forum would have to be monitored daily or all comments vetted prior to release, and PNZ does not have the time or resources to do this.
