Host Clubs: 
Thank you to all the clubs who hosted tournament in the past 12 months. Your support and willingness to allow you club facilities to be used is much appreciated by the sub-committee and players. 

Playing format:
As we finish this season and prepare for the next we need to consider any changes required to the format of the various fixtures the WPA tournament sub-committee is involved in.

The sub-committee recommends a review of tournament formats be completed prior to the 2014/15 season. 

Interclub:

The 2013 Interclub championship was one entry down on 2012 with the withdrawal (hopefully temporarily) of Wanganui East which meant a return to the same number of teams we had in 2011. There were 5 teams in the East Zone and 4 teams in the West Zone. Rather than have a shortened zone competition for the West (as in 2011) it was decided to play 2 rounds (6 matches) for all the teams in the west and leave the east the same as in previous years. If this had not been done it would have meant a competition of only one and a half days for the west (3 rounds). 
This competition seems to be popular with the club who compete and it is a good chance for developing club players into competition.

Jacques Cochonnet Trophy:

This trophy appears to be as keenly sought after as ever and has quite a history to it. The changes made to the rules a few years ago where the home advantage is drawn the same time the round is drawn has had a good effect on the competition and evened the competition out although Masterton is currently on a nine match winning streak.

There have now been 154 matches played in just over 13 years.

Inter-Region Matches:

Once again Wellington participated in all inter-region matches available to us.

We regained the both the open and senior Tri-Star trophies after wins at home but could not rest the Chanticleer cup from Auckland after a fairly hefty 29-79 defeat at Herne Bay.
The Haines Cup match year was a lot closer than the previous year with Wellington’s narrow loss (23-25) to Hawkes Bay. 

Host Protocols:
The sub-committee recommends that the protocols for clubs wishing to host WPA events be reviewed before the 2013/14 season.
